Statement of Qualifications

As principal of LCA, Steve Coyle directed a
community planning Charrette for a new
development in Santa Paula, California, a
town of 30,000 residents located about
40 miles north of Los Angeles in Ventura
County. LCA worked for national developer
Centex Homes, its partners, and the City
of Santa Paula to assist in the planning
of Fagan Canyon, a 2200-acre last urban
growth area located on the city’s north
side. LCA, assisted by Leland Consulting
Group, advised the City and Centex on the
art and science of the Charrette process,
organized and managed the Charrette from
preparation through execution, and helped
facilitate a comprehensive city/developer
draft agreement of the project’s objectives,
strategies, and measure for success.

The Charrette Team included all key
design and development disciplines

from planning and engineering through
economics and environmental. LCA
participated as New Urbanist designers
in the collaborative planning effort led by
William Hezmalhalch Architects, Inc. The
seven-day Charrette was held over the
first week of October 2003 in an empty
storefront on Santa Paula’s Main Street
that housed a round-the-clock Design
Studio and Public Gallery.

The Charrette process helped generate
feedback from the hundreds of visitors to
the Studio, resulting in a Preferred Plan
with support from citizens, businesses,
organizations, and city officials, a goal
achieved through shared authorship in the
design’s evolution from multiple concepts
to a detailed, synthesized plan.
