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The City of Hayward, responding to 
climate change/greenhouse gas (GHG) 
issues since 2005, as a participant in the 
U.S. Mayors Climate Protection Campaign, 
joined the Alameda County Climate 
Protection Project in 2006 for assistance 
in preparing a “Baseline Greenhouse Gas 
Emissions Inventory Report”. This was the 
first step in producing a Climate Action 
Plan. The City will now collaborate with 
the residential, business, and educational 
communities to develop a Climate Action 
Plan.  This plan will work to reduce local 
greenhouse gas emissions, the primary 
contributor to global warming, decrease 
the community's dependency on non-
renewable resources, and increase the 
City's potential for 'green' economic 
development and the health of its 
citizens.

Working with consultants HDR and City 
staff,  Town-Green is helping the city  

engage and educate the Community in 
two citywide workshops and multiple 
meetings, to brainstorm, propose 
solutions, evaluate these proposals, 
and finally select locally-appropriate 
strategies to complement past and 
current City measures to reduce harmful 
emissions, such as the installation of 
rooftop photovoltaic panels at the Public 
Works facility.  This Plan will address 
building, landscape, and infrastructure 
sustainability; energy conservation and 
renewable resources; waste management 
and transportation-related systems, and 
other local targets in an implementable 
action plan that will help Hayward 
become a more environmentally, 
economically, and socially sustainable 
community.
