The project team assisted the 
Portland Bureau of Planning by 
developing an urban design concept 
as part of a complex revitalization 
plan for the historic Hollywood 
Town Center.  The team also led 
a group of national consultants, 
including experts on transportation, 
development, retail economics 
and public policy.  Since the Plan’s 
adoption by the City of Portland 
Bureau of Planning, several major 
mixed-use developments have been 
presented to the City for  approval.
The planning effort integrated land 
use, transportation, and market 
considerations.  Strategies that 
promote mixed-use development, 
a balance of housing and jobs, and 
transit supportive land uses and 
densities were recommended.  The 
study used a Charrette planning 
process to involve all stakeholders 

in a multi-day design workshop.  
According to David Knowles, former 
Portland Planning Director: “More 
great ideas were generated in one 
week at the Hollywood Charrette 
than in any other planning process 
I’ve seen.” The plan has been 
passed by the Portland Planning 
Commission and has been approved 
by the City Council.
