Statement of Qualifications

For the first time in the history of solid
waste planning within the City, Los
Angeles is developing the Solid Waste
Integrated Resources Plan, also known
as “SWIRP”. This plan seeks input from
stakeholders representing a broad
section of the community, from diverse
cultural backgrounds and income levels,
and will result in the development and
implementation of a 20 year master plan
for the City’s solid waste and recycling
programs.

SWIRP will outline the City’s objectives
to provide sustainability, resource
conservation, source reduction, recycling,
renewable energy, maximum material
recovery, public health and environmental
protection for solid waste management
planning through 2030 — leading Los
Angeles towards being a “zero waste” city.

Town-Green has been working with HDR in
this effort by providing consulting services
that include website design and creation,
graphic design for all project related print
and electronic information, planning efforts
in locating recycling facilities, and helping
to design and execute the city’s outreach
program. This program has involved a
series of interviews, “house meetings”,
workshops, and three city-wide conferences,
to ensure that all residents and businesses
in all sectors of the City have a voice in
determining the policies, programs and
solutions, involving as many people as
possible in the process, and encouraging
the citizens of LA to become aware of
the consequences of their consumption
and to share the responsibility of those
consequences with the government.
