Mil l  Pond Vi l lage is a new mixed-
use  neighborhood surrounding a 
historic  3.7-acre pond located between 
Marine Drive and the Columbia River 
outside of Astoria, Oregon.  Combining 
a successful cleanup of the site’s mill 
contamination, a great design effort, and 
the dedication of developer Venerable 
Properties, Inc., the project now represents 
a critical link between Astoria’s historic 
downtown, the hillside neighborhoods 
above the river, and new growth along 
the Columbia.  The site offers a mix of 
housing that includes “fishing village” style 
waterfront cottages, alley-accessed single 
family homes and duplexes, live/work 
units, and apartments above retail.

The diversity of housing at Mill Pond Village 
encourages people of a broad range of 
incomes, ages and family structures to live 
within this neighborhood.  Cottages on 
piers, public parks, and viewing areas that 
wrap the pond overlook the Columbia River, 

the Astoria-Megler Bridge and the Astoria 
hills. Generous green spaces provide 
public recreational opportunities and help 
create an appropriate and comfortable 
residential scale. A new Wauna Credit 
Union branch and other commercial uses 
buffer the residential core from Marine 
Drive, creating an attractive, pedestrian 
oriented environment.

Mill Pond Village offers Astoria quality 
dwellings along the river, improves the 
visual experience along Marine Drive, and 
turns a “brownfield” site into a source of 
civic pride.
